Salem Township Website Policy

The Salem Township web site is maintained for the exclusive use of Salem Township in communicating
matters of general public interest. The general purpose of http://www.salem-mi.org is an interactive website
to provide access to information concerning township government including the following:

Services offered by all Salem Township departments
e Email access to all departments and elected officials. This includes direct links to the sites of the county,
state and federal representatives.
e Agendas, minutes and board packets from Salem Township meetings
Official forms for Salem Township services, land fill passes, burn permits, building inspector requests
and zoning issues for example
Deadlines for property taxes, deferment forms and hardship requests
Calendar of Township Board and community events as defined below
Election dates and timelines for applications
Links to historical, cultural and educational institutions
Links to other organizations which provide services to the citizens of the Township (e.g., public
transportation, healthcare, etc.)
e Important community information will be featured such as helpful sites on environmental and public
health issues
e Links to approved non-profits and recognized organizations:

The website will include a calendar of public meetings of the Salem Township Board, appointed boards,
commissions, civic associations, non-profits and organizations that are affiliated with the Salem Township
Board. Any organizations that are approved to use the grounds of Salem Township are encouraged to
submit announcements to be placed on the Township’s web site calendar.

The criteria for submission for all organizations are as follows:

e Events that are open to the entire community with an anticipated attendance of more than 100
people

¢ Events/meetings that focus on a Salem Township topic, issue or sponsored by a Salem Township
department

e Events sponsored by a Salem Township recognized non-profit or organizations

e Events that are a district-wide from any of the four public school districts within Salem Township
and the Salem-South Lyon library
